CHARLIE:  Nature is a chopped down tree that becomes still for ever. 

LEVENTE & GEORGE:  Nature is blood dripping on your cheeks.
LORELEI & AMELIA:  Nature is a sharp thorn from a rose, pricking my finger.

FAITH & MEGAN:  Nature is a river that has burst its banks.

CALLUM BL & DYLAN: Nature is a winter that never ends.

WILL & TOM H: Nature is a dark, damp world that people are afraid of.

JACK & TIFF:
Nature is a fox, hunting for sport.

RIO & TOM O:
Nature is a haunted house that screams in the thunder and lightning.

(Children sit)

WILLIAM: The mind of this man will take us down a dark and foreboding path…

SKYE: …full of jealously and suspicion…

RIO: …plotting and dishonesty…

TOM H: …trickery and betrayal…

TOM O: …greed and cunning…

(Drum beat)

Stone castle (cold), full cover

Sam – sinister sounds for positioning?


LEVENTE: Edmund is a man.

GEORGE: Edmund is a man who is a son.

OLIVIA: Edmund is a man who is a brother.

RUBIE: Edmund is a man who is illegitimate.

KIAYA: Edmund is a man who is sly and evil.

JACK: Edmund is a man who hates his father and brother.

GROUP: Edmund is a man who hates his father and brother.

EVIE:  Edmund is an ungrateful man who thinks he is the best and most deserving.

PHOEBE: Edmund is a young man who is thirsty for power.

TIFFANY: Edmund is a man who is evil and selfish and unkind.

JAMES:  Edmund is a man who is vicious.

LORELEI: Edmund is a man who has a cunning plan.

JOSH: Edmund is a man who wishes to tear his family apart.

GROUP: Edmund is a man who wishes to tear his family apart.

KALLUM: Edmund is a man who does not care about anything other than himself.

JESS: Or is Edmund a man who has been wronged?

CALLUM BL: Is Edmund a man who has been mistreated?

DENNI: Is Edmund a man who is entitled to fairness and equality?

DYLAN: Is Edmund a victim of the times?

TOM H: Or is Edmund a man with a plan to gain what he deserves?

GROUP: To gain what he deserves.

(Freeze)

(Drum beat)

Children return to circle positions.

Scene 3 – The Plan

	Lights:

Lights down for positioning

Stone castle (cold), full cover


	Sound

Sam – sinister sounds for positioning?


All children freeze, and then move to sit in a large circle around the stage.  Selected children to pick up a letter from the edge of the stage. 

CALLUM B: Good afternoon to you all.  My name is Edmund and I am the illegitimate child of the Duke of Gloucester (freeze). 

ALL: The Plan.

FREDDY: No rights, no power, no entitlement (freeze).
ALL: The Plan.

WILL: Treated like half a man, like an animal, by my father.  Well I will have my revenge (freeze).

ALL: The Plan.

FAITH: What is this letter you say?  Well this is my cunning plan to get what I am entitled to; what I deserve.  In this letter is evidence that my brother, Edgar, wishes my father dead (freeze).

ALL: The Plan.

MEGAN: It tells of his plan to kill our father, however – and here is the best part – he was not the writer of the letter!  It was I who penned it in his handwriting! (Freeze).

ALL: The Plan.

TOM O: And once father sees this he will realise that I am the favourite son.  He will welcome me with open arms and bestow upon me all that I deserve (freeze). 

ALL: The Plan.

RIO: I plan to appear unwilling to hand this letter over to my father, when I am actually excited about what will happen next (freeze).
ALL: The Plan.

SKYE: And I will play the helpful brother, informing Edgar of what father has discovered (freeze).

ALL: The Plan.

AMELIA: Edgar will run away, leaving me to be rewarded. 

ALL: The Plan.

CHARLIE: Now is the time to set these actions in motion.  Nothing can go wrong! I will be triumphant! (Freeze).
Drum beat

Scene 4 – Edmund’s conscience

	Lights:

Stone castle (cold), full cover


	Sound

Sam – sinister sounds for positioning?




Children to form 2 lines down the centre of the stage.

FOR GROUP: This is a great plan.  Father will love you the most!

AGAINST GROUP: This will look like Edgar is breaking the law!

FOR GROUP: You will get all of the power and money from your father.

AGAINST GROUP: if you’re found out, you’ll be punished!

FOR GROUP: You could even marry Goneril or Regan!

AGAINST GROUP: What has Edgar ever done to you?

FOR GROUP: You’ll get what you’re entitled to.  You will get your revenge!

CHARLIE: I will get my revenge!

Children move back to circle positions, whispering.  Lights drop.

ALL:  I will get my revenge (repeat)

Scene 5 – Edmund & Gloucester

	Lights:

Stone castle (cold), full cover


	Sound

JOSH: 
(Enter, holding a letter) Now it is time to begin my plan.  (Pause, enter Callum.  Hide letter behind back).  Hello Father. 

CALLUM BL: What is that Edmund?

JOSH: Nothing Father.

CALLUM BL: Hand it to me now.  That is an order! (Read letter)  This cannot be true!  Edmund, can I trust you with the task of finding Edgar?  I must confront him about this matter.  (Freeze)
JOSH: I do serve you in this business.  

Scene 6 – Edmund & Edgar

	Lights:

Stone castle (cold), full cover

Sam – sinister sounds for positioning?


Children to stand in pairs around the stage.

SKYE: How now, Brother Edmund?
EDGARS: How now, Brother Edmund?

DENNI: (looking worried) When saw you my father last?
EDMUND: (looking worried) When saw you my father last?

SKYE: Why, the night gone by.
EDGARS: Why, the night gone by.

DENNI: Found you no displeasure in him?
EDMUND: Found you no displeasure in him?

SKYE: None at all.

EDGARS: None at all.

DENNI: Bethink yourself wherein you may have offended him.

EDMUNDS: Bethink yourself wherein you may have offended him.

SKYE: Some villain hath done me wrong!
EDGARS: Some villain hath done me wrong!

DENNI: That’s my fear. Pray ye, go!
EDMUNDS: That’s my fear. Pray ye, go!

Edgars exit to edge of circle, turning to say:

SKYE: Shall I hear from you anon?
EDGARS: Shall I hear from you anon?

DENNI: (Bowing) I do serve you in this business.
EDMUNDS: (Bowing) I do serve you in this business.

Edgars kneel, facing out to audience.  Edmunds creep into circle, centre stage.  Lights on centre, blue edge.
EDMUNDS: (Plotting hands) I do serve you in this business (Evil laugh, then freeze)
